3    "Post-Secondary Certificate" means a certificate issued by an academic institution recognized, or created, by a state or federal government in Mexico or issued by a state or federal government of Mexico upon completion of at least two years of post-secondary education. 

4   The position requires performance of analyses for the diagnosis, treatment or prevention of disease by conducting chemical, biological, haematological, immunologic, microscopic or bacteriological tests in a laboratory.

5    The position is limited to working in direct support of professionals in agricultural sciences, astronomy, biology, chemistry, engineering, forestry, geology, geophysics, meteorology or physics.
